There is
no booth fee for restaurants that donate 2,000-2,500 food samples and provide restaurant staff, plates, plastic utensils (if needed)
napkins and a garbage receptacle for their booth the day of the event. Davisfest will provide free booth space (10 ft. x 10 ft.) in
the busiest part of the festival in downtown Davis, two chairs and 6 ft. table, pop-up white tent for space (if needed), white linens for
table (if needed), listing on davisfest.com Web site under Participants — Restaurant Tastings, listing in davisfest program guide under
participating restaurant tastings, and listing under Davisfest ad in Davis Enterprise on Sunday, October | and 8.
